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TIME TO SET OUR SIGHTS

.Wlth another year of association activities behind us, this is a time for
summmg up. It is also a very good time to start our thinking about the new
dir?Ctlons for the year ahead, since many of the old goals which bound the
citizens together in an association have been won. This year, for example, the
development and ultimate approval of the zoning and building by-laws and the
formation of a horticultural society have removed from our meeting agendas two
sub,_jects of compelling interest. There is a need then for a fresh series of
choices, changes, directions which will meet the needs of a maturing community.
What the direction will be the membership must decide. This much is certain,
that ideas of what we shall do and how we shall do it will produce conflict as
they have done in the past. Although the conflict has been painful at times, it
has also been a sign of vitality and concern that the democratic processes should
be allowed to function and each man be heard, if he wants to, before the final
degision by ‘the town council as our elected representatives or the:carrying out
of ‘plans by an authorized association committee.
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W. H. Auden, one of our great contemporaries, has commented that by nature,
man seems made to live in communities of a very moderate size. The small community
he points out, is better able to meet the basic needs of people "to feel free and
to feel responsible, above all hot to feel lonely and isolated". Twon meetings
have an old and still respectable place in the smaller community and can provide
the best of bridges into social and cultural as well as civic and educational
interests. The Baie d'Urfe Citizens Association is our town meeting, our bridge.

THE RECORD

The regular monthly meeting was held on November 10 with thirty-two members
present. Vice-chairman Harry Smythe conducted the meeting. Minutes of the previous
meeting were accepted on duly approved motion. The decision as to the hest location
of the piano was left to the executive. Mr. Nagley's resignation as chairman,
because of ill health, was accepted and his excellent work was acknowledged. New
members welcomed at the meeting included Mr. and Mrs. C. Ellis, Mr. Harvey Scott
and Mrs. St. Martin. Attendance at the meeting of the Central School Board on
November 16 was encouraged. Two shows have been held by the Movie Club with an
attendance of 90 children ranging in ages from four to twelve. Forty-four families
are paid up members. In order to ascertain whether a canvass on behalf of adult
movie shows was favoured, a vote was takenwith the result that the movie club was
asked to continue with plans for a number of adult shows. It is planned to provide
winter recreation in the form of one small skating rink on College Green and a
larger one on the lake at the Town Hall. Mr. D. C. Allen has accepted chairmanship
of the nominating committee which will prepare a slate of officers for presentation
at the annual meeting in January. Action is being taken by the Town Council to
provide appropriate signs where these are needed. Baie d'Urfe contributed $120
to the Canadian Legion through the sale of poppies and a wreath is being placed
onthe cenotaph in Ste. Annes. Following discussion regarding the desirability of
holding a Christmas Party and the form which it should take, it was decided to
hold the party, details of arrangement to be left to the descretion of the planning

committee.

SCHOOL AFFAIRS

... The following comprehensive report is written especially for newcomers. It
will also refresh the memories of older residents and bring everyone up to date
on important school affairs.,

The progress towards a new school is slowly making headway. The plans as
now proposed include 13 new classrooms, 6 special rooms, a combined gymnasium
auditorium, dining room, play areas, etc.

In order to borrow money to supplement a government grant it is necessary
for the school district to own the land. As a result of long drawn out negotia-
tions with McGill University, an agreement was reached satisfactory to both,
which before it is signed is being submitted to the Municipal Commission for
their approval or comments. This is necessary in order to ensure that there
will be no hitch in connection with the floating of a loan. The proposed agree-
ment includes transfer of land and school building, rights to use land north
of the school, sale of a house on Maple Avenue, special grant from McGill, and
many other matters.

Difficulties arose in connection with ownership of the school. Under a
Central Board set up, only local boards can levy taxes and therefore only local
boards can float loans. The school is situated in Baie d'Urfe but Baie d'Urfe
alone does not have sufficient property value, so after circulation of petitions,
Senneville and Baie d'Urfe (including Ste. Anne de Boute de L'Isle) were com-
bined into one local board area which will own the school. The new local board
members are commissioners and because of the excess of Protestants over Catholics
will have the right to apply the Protestant tax rate to the incorporated companies.

By the end of the summer much progress had been made by the architects on
the working drawings, based on preliminary plans which were approved by Dr. Percival
(Director of Protestant Education) in June. A most unfortunate set back then
occurred due to a realignment of authority at Quebec, carried out by order-in-
council, whereby plans and apportioning of grants were to be approved by the Gen-
eral Superintendent of Education instead of by the Dircctors of Protestant and
Catholic Education. We were notified that new plans to reduce cost must be sub-
" mitted and that play areas were to be eliminated. New preliminary plans were
hastily prepared and submitted. Messrs. Butler, Spriggs, and Secretary Graham of
the Central Board visited Quebec and had a long interview with the Superintendent
of Education, M. Desaulgnier, Mr. French, a member of the Cabinet, and Dr. Percival.
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. A grant was offered which, although substantial, does not appear adequate in
. view of our special needs and services as a practice school. Further negotia-
tions are in progress and as soon as a definite understanding is reached, a
full report of the proposed undertaking will be circulated to the taxpayerse.

The increase in schoal taxes which came as a shock to most of us has
raised a good many questions amorgst taxpayers. Unfortunately, schools are
afflicted with the rising cost of living just as are individuals and more
money is needed to provide the same or better service. The rate last year was
not increased and the Central Board finished the year with a deficit of about

o In addition to this, estimates for 1950-51 show an unavoidable increase
of $9000 which would make a total deficit of $13,000 for the coming year, ex-
clusive of last year's deficit. Since 1 mill brings in an income of about $L,300
a total of 3 mills is required if we are to break even. The rate was therefore
raised from 7 mills to 10 mills or $1 per $100 of valuation. The $9000 increase
m]_&dea approximately $5000 teachers' salaries (covering increases and one new
